5th HUNTER OR NON-HUNTER COMPANION 

For groups that want to add a fifth hunter or a non-hunting attendant, the fare is 50% of the regular price. But the ac-
ceptance is conditional to the seats available on our flights between Mont-Joli and Port-Menier. 

INSURANCE 

We suggest you take out travel cancellation insurance if you’re not already covered.  Any sums paid are non-refundable. 

LIABILITY 

The outfitter assumes no responsibility for accidents or delays caused by weather or other conditions beyond his con-
trol. 

AIRPLANE TRANSPORTATION 

Reservation : We organize flights for our customers on the European and American plan from Mont-Joli. At the same 
time of your reservation for your hunting trip, you can book your air travel. We will take reservations until March 31. Af-
ter this date, we can not guarantee seating. Full payment for air transport is due by April 1th first. 

Flight hours: The departure time will be indicated on the confirmation that you will receive in early august. You must 
report 1 1/2 hour before the departure time at the Pourvoirie Lac Geneviève d’Anticosti desk at Mont-Joli airport . The 
flight Mont-Joli to Port-Menier is a chartered one, so you won’t receive any passenger ticket.  If you are delayed on your 
way to Mont-Joli, we would greatly appreciate if you could advise the clerk at Mont-Joli desk by calling 418-775-3875. 

Luggage: 

From Mont-Joli : 75  pounds maximum including carry-on-baggage, personal effects, gun, and cooler (max 1 per 
group) 

From Port-Menier : 75  pounds maximum including carry-on-baggage, personal effects, gun, cooler (max 1 per 
group) plus the boxes of game in quarter  (25 1/2 inches in length), (13 1/4 inches in width),  (12 1/2 inches in height). 

IMPORTANT: No overweight will be accepted 

We recommend that you place within your hand luggage, wallet (I.D. cards,  etc…) your medication, your own toilet bag 
(toothbrush, etc…) Please clearly identify your luggage. All your personal effects must be placed inside your luggage. 

 

AT YOUR ARRIVAL IN MONT-JOLI 

Registration and weighing of baggage is outside the terminal building at the east end of the parking lot. 
The parking terminal in Mont-Joli is secure and offers a 24h surveillance for about $ 6 / day. You must pay your parking 
lot on your right at the entrance of the terminal. Be cautious anyway and do not leave anything in sight in your car.  

 

OTHER PLACE OF DEPARTURE 

For those traveling on other flights, we would like to know the airline and time of arrival or departure. Your arrival must 
be between 8:00 and 10:00 a.m. to allow us welcome you at the airport. 
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NECESSARY ITEMS TO BRING 

• Passport (if non-resident of Canada) 

• The forms for the declaration of your firearm at the border  (if non-resident of Canada)  

• Orange vest (fleece material)  

• Compass ou GPS  

• Hunting knife  

• Rifle and bullets  

• Two way radios (essential for group hunt) 

• Camera and binoculars  

• Fluorescent marking tape  

• Cheese cloth for those who come early in the season  

• Flashlight  

• Waterproof matches or lighter 

• Appropriate firearms are those in the 308 to 270, 30-06 range. Bring enough ammunitions (think to the riflesight 
adjustment) 

 

YOUR ACCOMMODATION 

Whether you have booked the beautiful Lac Geneviève chalets 4 * or the houses at Pointe-Nord, you will find all conve-
niences for your comfort. The accommodations are fully equipped kitchen (stove, fridge, kettle, dishes, BBQ grill etc ...), 
living room, bedroom and bathroom with shower. Bedding, towels, household products are also included. 

 

BEFORE ARRIVAL … 

Visitor’s card: When you register and purchase your license, you will need to complete a visitor’s 
card. You can find it on our website under the tab DOCUMENTS TO DOWNLOAD / VISITOR’S CARD 
ONLINE FORM OR PRINTABLE VERSION you must complete before you arrive and we deliver it du-
ring registration, for faster registration complete the online form and with a single click we send. Do 
not forget to enter your hunter certificate number and non-residents your client card number. 

 

GROUP HUNTING AGREEMENT 

It is possible to share the deer quota of your group. If you choose this option, you must  sign an 
agreement when purchasing your licence. For those interested, you can download the agreement form  
from our website in the section DOCUMENTS TO DOWNLOAD / GROUP HUNTING AGREEMENT. Your group will com-
plete and sign the agreement in advance and it will remain to enter the number of your license when 
purchased. Please see the complete rules about this. 
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AT YOUR ARRIVAL… 

Our reception staff will be waiting at Port-Menier Airport. Then we will drive you to our office for the purchase of 
your hunting licence. You will need to have with you (if you have not already sent it) your completed visitor’s card and 
your group hunting agreement (if desired). After the formalities, you can do your shopping in Port-Menier (grocery-
butcher, liquor store counter, convenience store, credit union, souvenir shop) and depending of the time, take a meal at 
the restaurant. Arrival at your accomodation is scheduled after noon, which is located around 30 minutes  driving time 
from town. After arrival, you will proceed with your guide to the riflesight adjustment and planning of the hunt that 
begins the next morning. You will receive a map of the territory. For those who want to have a card to install in a GPS 
(Garmin), you can contact in advance Patricia Gagnon of Sygif Group in Rimouski 418-721-5353. You can also download 
from our  web site the maps of the zones. 

 

MINIMUM AGE TO HUNT IN QUÉBEC 

12 years old is the minimum age you can hunt in Québec. From 12 to 17 years old, the young must be accompanied by 
someone 18 years old or older who himself, must hold a hunting licence or be in possession of a Québec hunter’s certifi-
cate. 

 

DURING YOUR STAY … 

You can practice different ways to hunt: still hunting in the forest or circulate in  the many marked trails. There is also 
numerous tree stands available. The immense size of the territory of Lac Geneviève Anticosti Outfitters is divided into 
zones and each day you have the chance to drive in a different area. 

 

AT DEPARTURE… 

According to your flight time, your guide will load your luggage and harvested deer that have been placed in transport 
boxes. Remember, 75 lbs of luggage are permitted. Afterwards, it's back to the airport where our reservation’s mana-
ger wait for you. You will have the opportunity to share with us your comments about your stay and submit the docu-
ment APPRECIATION OF YOUR STAY you will have completed if desired. 

 

YOUR BOOKING PRIORITY FOR NEXT YEAR 

You have priority until your departure to book the same dates of your hunting stay for the following year. You can do 
this directly at the airport by leaving your deposit before departure. You will have the chance to participate to our con-
test. Every hunters who book their place at the moment of departure (deposit required) will be entered in a draw. The 
price is a free hunting trip. Two winners will be choose  per month of the hunting season: 2 for September, 2 for Octo-
ber and 2 others for November. Note that these free stays are non-refundable, non-transferable and do not include 
airfare.
